· Provide clear outcomes and agree to press releases/photo/social media

What you can’t spend the money on?
Funds can’t be used to support an existing project. The We Stand Together & Safe Spaces message must be at the core of the project.  As such funds cannot be spent on:
· Repeating an existing project

· Staff salary, management costs, day to day running costs of your organisation or vehicle costs. We can, however, pay for additional sessional staff costs
· Producing freebies, publicity merchandise or distribution costs.
· Food – only 10% of funding can fund food
· Any costs you incur whilst putting together your application
· Equipment is discretionary – please check with an Officer first
