If someone is being bullied, harassed or abused because of their race; religion; disability; sexuality; gender identity; or identification with an alternative subculture this may be a hate crime. Anyone can be a victim of hate crime; it is an issue which can affect us all and can have much wider consequences for communities. 

The Community Safety team at Rochdale Council want to help raise awareness of hate crime and how to report it. Grants of up to £1000 are available to local voluntary and community groups to raise awareness during the Greater Manchester Hate Crime Awareness Week of 2nd to 6th February 2026

Funding can be used to cover the costs of materials, equipment, session workers or any reasonable costs for an activity, event or project as long as it relates to hate crime.
